	Reading, Spellings and Homework
	Topic

	•   A minimum of twenty minutes reading should take place every day. It is important that children have their reading book and reading record in school daily. 

Reading books will be changed on different days each week 

•   We will be looking at place value to 100.  
•   English writing will include sentence punctuation, diary and narrative writing.
•  Spellings will be set using our platform Spelling Shed. Log-on details will be sent out after October half term. There will be no spelling test but games and interactive activities to complete. Also, a written spelling activity will be set every Wednesday due in the following Wednesday.
• Though our spellings are initially linked to your child’s phonics understanding, as the year progresses, we will also be focusing on those exceptions - common exception words. A copy of these can be found attached. 

Times tables:
Children will be introduced to multiplication later this academic year. At this point we will provide access details for our Times Tables Rockstars platform. Should your child wish to have their details sooner, please speak to your child’s class teacher. 

	Our first topic of Year 2 is Schools Past and Present.

In History, we’ll be finding out:
· How was school different in the past?
· How to identify historical similarities and differences using a range of sources.

In Science, we’ll be finding out:
· How to classify things as living, once alive and never alive. 
· How to look for characteristics of life in plants and establish that plants are living things.

In Art and Design, we’ll be finding out:
· How to develop cutting, threading, joining and folding through fun creative arts projects.

In Computing, we’ll be finding out:
· How to be safe online and coding.

In PSHE, we’ll be:
· reinforcing the Zones of Regulation to establish self-regulation and emotional control.

In Music, we’ll be finding out:
· That music has a pulse like a heartbeat.

Home Learning
